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As you may have heard (or even seen), in the State of Texas, we are  now allowed to openly 
carry our handguns, if you are licensed to do so.  We’ve listed a few points to remember: 
 
Definition: Open carry refers to the act of carrying a handgun (generally) that is in plain view 

in a holster. There is no concealment garment such as a t-shirt or vest that is covering the 

firearm. Unconcealed handguns, loaded or unloaded, must be carried in a shoulder or belt 

holster  
 
Public Buildings: 
 ***Open carry is still prohibited in city and government buildings where a city meeting is 

taking place.**** (COURTS)  
 New Law however, limits the scope of the governmental meeting prohibition by restrict-

ing it to the specific room or rooms in which the meeting is being held, and to public 

meetings for which notice is required under the Open Meetings Act. 
 (Sign must be visible outside of specific rooms)  
 
School Campuses: 
 Starting Aug. 1, 2016, institutions of higher education and private/independent schools 

have the ability to allow a concealed handgun on campus. (SB 11)  
 Open carrying of handguns is still prohibited at these locations.  
 Citizens will be able to carry a concealed handgun but not an open carry on college cam-

puses. That still means no elementary schools, middle schools or high schools.  
 Authorizes an institution of higher education or private or independent institution of 

higher education in this state to establish rules, regulation, or other provisions concern-

ing the storage of handguns in dormitories or other residential facilities that are owned 

or leased and operated by the institution and located on the campus of the institution. 

Post a sign under Penal Code Sect. 30.06 with respect to any portion of the premises on 

which license holders may not carry.  
 
Businesses: 
 Business owners and employers will still have the authority to ban weapons on their 

property and work place using the proper legal signage.  
 The state is very specific about how these signs are worded. (Signs must be block letters 

that are at least 1 inch in height, written in both English and Spanish, and must be visible 

and posted at each public entrance to be legally binding. BOTH 30.07 & 30.06 SIGNS 

MUST BE POSTED if you DO NOT want CONCEAL carry and OPEN carry on your 

premises)

In late winter and early spring many of your neighbors will get out their tools and proceed to butcher their 

crepe myrtles.  They do this because they believe that cutting them back is the proper way to maintain the tree 

and that it will help produce extra blooms in the summer.  I wouldn't judge your neighbors too harshly though, 

they aren't killers, just misinformed.  And their punishment is an ugly tree.  

The proper way to maintain a crepe myrtle is to treat it like any other large tree and prune and trim as need-

ed.  You wouldn't top off an oak tree at 20 feet each year.  Yet many of your neighbors are hacking their crepe 

myrtles so they end up at about 6 feet tall.  A few years back, I even saw a guy use a circular saw to proudly cut 

through his crepe myrtle limbs that were 3 inches thick.  

When you butcher your crepe myrtles in this way, all you are doing is creating big, ugly knots on the trunks of 

the tree (you can see a picture on our blog.)  And then come summer, the few extra blooms you get will droop 

on spindly limbs that are too weak to hold the flowers weight.  

The way to proper maintain a crepe myrtle: 

 Trim off any limbs rubbing against each other or rubbing on your roof or fence. 

 If you must trim more, try not to trim anything larger than a pencil.  

If you want to see good crepe myrtle pruning I recommend a trip to the beautiful Dallas Arboretum.  Their 

crepe myrtles are used during their tour for the blind because of the beautiful sculpted feel of their untrimmed 

trunks.
